Write a 10-16 line nonsense poem. You will use a picture from your observation point to write your poem. Follow the steps to help write your poem.  Below is an example of a nonsense poem about a person.
· Change the image quality to web quality or about 2 x 1.5 inches.

· Go to your observation point.

· Take four pictures while at your spot.

· Zoom full out - landscape

· Zoom medium - object (tree, creek, bridge or other)

· Zoom full in - small object (moss, twig, footprint or other)

· Perspective (pretend that you are an ant)

· Back in the room

· Download the 4 pictures to your computer
· Decide which picture has the most going on and use that one- this will give you the most material to write the poem.

· Insert the picture into Powerpoint.

· While looking at your photo, write your nonsense poem on that same page.
· Give your poem at title

· As the author, write your name and date at the bottom of the page
